August Meeting Demonstration

Dick Gerard stepped up on
short notice to give the August
demo. He showed us how turn-
ers used to create pens, before
en kits were widely available.
hey would use inserts from
common Bic ball point pens,
sealed into a long wooden body
with a drop of candle wax.
The 3/4” stock was band sawn
into 5/8” squares, either short

or long, to fit the pen insert.
The blank is then drilled with a

long 5/32” bit, deep enough
for the insert.

Since the piece is so thin, Dick
turned it at 1500-2000 RPM.
He roughed the piece with a
spindle gouge then finished

with a skew.
He added beads or coves as

decoration or tactile interest.
Dick also showed a really neat
square drive steady rest and
tapered square drive center

that he used to use for these.
