Show and Tell

The October meeting had a
varied show-n-tell.

October Meeting Demonstration

Ray Thompson demonstrated
using epoxy as a decorative
element in a turning.

Ray talked about what epoxy is.
how it works, and what you can
do with it.

He said you can color it with oil
paint, trans dye, mix all, etc., but

only mix up to 10% by volume.
Ray explained that spreading the

epoxy out on wax paper
(instead of leaving it in the mix-
ing jar) gives more time to
work by slowing the reaction.
Ray demonstrated constructing
a turning blank using colored
epoxy to fill gaps between dif-
ferent woods (don’t use

clamps).

For this, he used “microlight
fairing filler” to allow the cured
epoxy to be turned at the lathe

just like wood..
